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Service Ideas for a School Ministry 

•	 Collect and donate student school supplies

•	 Provide a case of copy paper to each teacher per year/per semester

•	 Provide breakfast for teachers and staff at start of school year

•	 Provide breakfast for teachers and staff at end of school year

•	 Partner with Dare to Care to implement Backpack Buddies

•	 Provide materials and labor for landscaping, carpentry and painting projects

•	 Provide a volunteer tutor for each classroom

•	 Provide a volunteer clerical assistant for each classroom

•	 Provide a volunteer sponsor for Fellowship of Christian Athletes

•	 Bake and donate cookies to teachers and staff for Christmas, Valentine’s Day, etc.

•	 Provide cold drinks to teachers and staff on final student day of school year

•	 Pray weekly for specific school employees/church volunteers 

•	 Send Christmas/Easter cards to all school employees

•	 Send random “Thank You” notes to teachers and staff

•	 Sign and deliver weekly “We Prayed for You” post cards to specific employees at the school 
and volunteers from the church

•	 Donate books to needy students during school’s book fair

•	 Provide meals to teachers and staff during parent conference days

•	 Minister to school employees during times of hardship (e.g., sickness, family deaths, etc.)
